RULES AND REGULATIONS OF THE WILD LIFE PHOTOGRAPHY COMPETITION
1. The theme of the competition shall be “Avifauna of Manipur”. 
2. There is no entry fee for the competition.

3.
Competition is open to all irrespective of age, gender and profession.

4.
The photograph must be solely taken from Manipur. Photographs taken from the Zoological Gardens and similar captivities will not be allowed to enter in the competition. Fabricated, masqueraded and photographs downloaded either from the web or net without exif data will also be summarily rejected from the competition. 

5.
A maximum of five different photographs per participant shall be allowed to enter in the competition and only one best photograph will be selected from amongst them.

6.
Name, address & any identification marks of the competitors should not be written on the photograph. However, English name, scientific name, local name & conservation status (if known) as per IUCN List with theme may be written on the right hand corner and back of the photograph. Personal theme once entered in the application form cannot be changed.
7.
The competitors must submit a soft copy of the photograph Online in either JPEG or TIFF format in the Email ID: chiefwildlifewardenman@gmail.com. The specification of the resolution of the digital photographs should be at least 3872 pixel (wide) and 2592 pixel (height) with not less than 3 MB.  Photographs without technical details such as ISO, aperture, speed, etc. will not be considered for the competition and it should be clearly mentioned in the back of the photographs.

There will be a total of 100 marks for the competition to be judged by a panel of three judges/ professional experts and weightage shall be as follows:
